Financial Performance

For the financial year end March 31, 2011, ITMBL recorded Operating Income of T1$2.8 million versus the prior
year's Operating Income of $5.6 million. The decrease is representative of the continued reduction in Capital
Market activities and credit demand. As a consequence, Profit Before Tax closed at TT$404,000, while Total
Comprehensive Income for the year was TT$1.4 million.

Asset growth improved over the previous year, with growth of approximately 6.2% closing at TT$76.1 million, with
investment securities increasing by over $10.2 milion and a marginal decline of $7.1 million in the loans and

advances portfolio.

With the challenges of the past financial year behind us, the Bank is focused on working closely with the
Corporate and Investment Banking Group of IBL and with other strategic partners to identify opportunities for
business growth and development.
